AuthDNS &

Hosts reverse DNS zones, ripe.net, and provides secondary service for various ccTLDs

Three core sites located in Amsterdam, London and Stockholm

At each core site, a router distributes the DNS queries across multiple servers, running a
mix of BIND, Knot DNS and NSD

Benefits of hosting a node:
